Fear of spreading invasive species fouls feltOs image

Rubber-soled wading boots are
being promoted by most of the
wading footwear industry under the
threat of spreading water-born
invasive species like didymo, (rock
shot) whirling disease, New
Zealand-type mud snails, etc. Some
of the big fishing states are looking =
into outright banning felt-soled =
wading footwear. Southeast Alaska
has made it illegal to fish with felt-soled footware effective January 2@

The problem with felt soles is that they act like a slow-drying spon
which prolongs invasive species cell survival allowing them to transfe
from one waterway to another.

Being a concerned fly fisher river wader, | invested in a pair of hig
end famous brand non-stud vibram-sole wading boots.

Testing these on the Coeur d' Alene River, | found them adequate
small gravel sand bottoms and river stones without slime, as well as,
being excellent for hiking around. But, they lacked stable traction on
stone bottoms with moss or algae.

Not happy with this lack of performance, | returned them to Cabel
and purchased another top brand with so-called sticker-rubber soles
stud kit.

On a St. Joe River outing, these studded waders offered better
traction on slippery bottom sections of the river but | didn't feel confid
in the faster runs wading with these boots. They didnOt seem to have
grip of felt. Also, the large screw studs were slippery on the large slab
rocks that line sections of the St. Joe. Two top brands of these rubbe
soled wading boots seemed to have 10-20 percent less traction than

With such a wide variety of rubber wading sole designs, it's diffic
to find the best for slippery stream conditions. Each manufacture clai
great results with their designs but it's better to stick with models that
have studs kits N no matter what the sales people tell you.
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To continue using felt soles in the field, consider these tips:
* Rinse boots and waders free from any river mud, debris or plan
Air dry the soles until bone dry, which is key to killing spores.

* Place felt wading boot soles facing up in a bucket. Pour boiling footwear when fishing another
water over soles.

Directions: From Coeur dOAlene travel east on 1-90 and exit at Drummond, Montana. Turn south on Hwy 1
to Georgetown Lake (approximately 35 miles). If you need gas, fill up at Drummond, itOs about 20 cents less than
at Philipsburg. You will encounter a steep grade just prior to Georgetown Lake. Once you arrive at the lake stay
on Hwy 1 at the east end of the lake and take FSR 672 to Stuart Bay Campground, where youOll find me.

Fishing at Georgetown Lake:You can fish from shore but | recommend bringing a float tube, pontoon boat
or a boat. There is a boat launch at Stuart Bay Campground. Most of the fishing will be subsurface with a Leech
or a Woolly Bugger. Sink tip or full sink line will increase your chances of catching a big rainbow or brookie.

Other campgrounds: Badger Bay, Piney, Philipsburg Bay, Pebble Beach and Lodgepole (not
recommended). You can also stay at the Seven Gables Motel which is about two miles from Stuart Bay.

Other fishing opportunities: Rock Creek, Clark Fork, Flint Creek, Silver Lake, East Fork Reservoir and
Echo Lake.

Weather: Prepare for anything, wind, rain or snow and cold nights. The elevation at Stuart Bay Campground
is 6400 feet.

Pot luck meal: There will be no organized Saturday meal due to unknown weather conditions, so you will be
on your own.

One IdahoanOs recent encounter with a rabid bat
is a good reminder to all of us to take precautions to
avoid rabies.

Earlier this month, a Blaine County man
encountered an aggressive bat while fishing in a
tributary of the Wood River west of Hailey.

The man was fishing in the late afternoon when a
bat began aggressively flying around him. The man
thought the bat had left the area. However, after
deciding to quit fishing and head home, the man
encountered the bat again. Upon packing up his gear,
he found the bat clinging to his life vest. The man
was able to contain the bat and called Idaho Fish and
Game who picked the bat up. The bat was sent to the
Idaho Department of Health and WelfareOs Bureau of
Laboratories in Boise for testing

The bat later tested positive for rabies. This bat
is the first this year to test positive for rabies in South
Central Public Health District and the second in the
state. The first bat this year was discovered in
